Installing SwiftDisc Burning Wizard

Visit our website http://www.swiftdisc.com where you can download SwiftDisc Burning Wizard. The program has been released
in two editions: Standard and Premium. For Standard and Premium Versions Specification, please read the section: About Swift
Burning Wizard (@ see page 1).

We allow our clients to download a trial version of the application. The trial period expires 30 days after the first installation of the
product on a particular host. During this period, all product features are available without a license being purchased. After the
trial period expires, you need to get a valid registration key and register. For registration, please read the section: License Key
and Registration (@ see page 15).

Before beginning the installation process, make sure that the minimum program requirements are met. (For further details,
please see the section: About SwiftDisc Burning Wizard (@ see page 1)

Steps to download and install SwiftDisc Burning Wizard:
1. First go to our website: http://www.swiftdisc.com.

2. Choose an edition to download from the home page and then click on the “Download” button for the respective edition. You
can either “Run” the installation file directly, or “Save” it to your hard drive for future installation. If you choose the latter option,
you will need to go to the location where you stored the file. Double click the file to begin the set-up.

3. When the “Save As” dialog appears, save the file to your computer. Navigate to and select the desired location for the
installation program to be saved to. The installation file will be downloaded to your hard drive.

4. Navigate to the location where you downloaded the installation program. Double click on the installation program file to initiate
the installation.

Note: Depending on the operating system that you use or the way you run the file, you may be asked to confirm running the
installation file. Please choose the "Run" or, respectively, "Allow" option.

5. When the installation window opens, click the “Next” button to proceed with the installation.

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6. After reviewing the License Agreement, check the box in front of “| accept the terms in the License Agreement” to indicate that
you agree with the terms set forth in it. Press the “Next” button.

7. When the “Destination folder” window appears, indicate the directory to which you would want to install the program. To
change the destination folder location, press the "Change" button. Once you have indicated your installation preferences, click
the “Next” button.
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8. Click the “Install” button in the "Install Dialog" window. A progress bar appears. When installing finishes, the completion dialog
will be displayed.

9. Click the “Finish” button to complete the installation.
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Now SwiftDisc Burning Wizard is ready to be used.

What You Can Do

- Create an Enhanced Audio CD (also known as CD Extra) which contains both audio and data files. These CDs can be readable
on any computer and on stand-alone CD players of all sorts as well. The data session is used for storing additional information
such as: lyrics, album, art, etc. This functionality is only available for the Premium Edition.

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Steps To Complete A Typical Project

SwiftDisc Burning Wizard offers you a wide range of powerful features. Each project is task-specific but does not differ a lot. All
the tasks are user-friendly and easy to perform. In case you need some help, please refer to the expanded instruction topics.

To help you get started, we offer you a quick assist to one of the frequently used projects: “Archive data to disc”.
Before initiating files recording, please insert a disc (CD/DVD/ Blu-ray Disc) into the drive.

Note: Although SwiftDisc Burning Wizard allows you to add data to a disc, we recommend you to use a new blank disc.
Steps to archive data to a disc:

1. You can run SwiftDisc Burning Wizard from:

- the Start Menu: => go to "Start Menu" => Select “All programs” => Double click on “SwiftDisc Burning Wizard” or

- the shortcut on your desktop that the installation created. => Double click on the “SwiftDisc Burning Wizard” icon

2. When you start up the program for the first time, an “About SwiftDisc Burning Wizard” screen appears. If you would like to use
the trial version, press the “Continue” button.

3. When the start page is loaded, you have several options to choose from. Hover the mouse over each option to read detailed
task descriptions. For the command: “Archive data to disc”, please select the section: "Data Project”.

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4. Choose the option: "Archive Data to Disc".

5. A list of devices available on the computer will be displayed. There you can check the disk size and verify disc space
availability. Check the box in front the device where you inserted the disc.

Once you have selected the burning device(s), device information will be displayed at the bottom of the screen. Press the “Next”
button.

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Note: You can select multiple devices to burn multiple discs with the same content and quality in the same session. Available
only for the Premium Edition.

6. The screen is split into two parts. Use the Explorer Window on the top to navigate and locate the folders containing the data
you would like to record. The window at the bottom contains the files to be written to the disc.

Navigate to the files to be recorded. Use drag and drop or "Add" button to add the files/folders from the Windows Explorer to the
compilation screen. If needed, remove the files from the compilation by the “Remove” button.

The colored graph indicates the volume of data files selected for the compilation.

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Hint: In case you are using a disc with a different size from the one selected, change the disc type from the drop-down menu at
the left side of the compilation screen.

7. The “Data Image Settings” screen enables you to specify a disc title and an image type, as well as some advanced recording
features. We recommend you to keep the default settings. We suggest that you change the “Volume Label” so you can recognize
the disc easily when you load it on your computer. Press the “Next” button.

For further information about Advanced options, please read the section: Creating Data Discs (@ see page 43).

8. The “Burning settings” screen allows you to determine whether you want to do a simulation, choose burning speed and
manage closing disc procedure. To enable the advanced burning settings, check the "Edit advanced settings" check box.

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9. The "Advanced Burning Settings" is an optional screen. It helps you to choose a session type for the recording.

Note: Some options displayed on this screen may differ, depending on the type of disc that you are using.

=> To start the burning, press the “Finish” button. This will initiate the actual burning process.

After the actual burning process has been initiated you will be directed to the "Progress screen”. The burning process will take
some time depending on your hardware and the amount of data to be recorded. Please wait until the burning process is finished.
Select a device to review the progress of burning on a particular disc, elapsed time, estimated time to complete the recording

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and the recorder buffer level. For further actions, choose an option depending on the device status, e.g., retry the

recording/erase the disc.

When the recording is over (if applicable, on all devices selected), press the "Continue" button to start another project, or press
the "Exit" button to leave SwiftDisc Burning Wizard.

=> |f you press the "Continue" button, you will be offered a choice to save this project, burn it again, or start a new one.

=> If you choose to exit, you will be prompted to save your project. To save your project for future use, press the "Save project”
button.

License Key And Registration

SwiftDisc Burning Wizard allows a fully functional trial use for 30 days. During this period, all product features are available
without a license being purchased. If you are satisfied with the free trial and you would like to purchase the product, you need to
buy a license.

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Creating Music Discs

The Audio projects allow you to create music compilations. You can play them on your home or car stereo, portable music
player, DVD player, or on your computer. Your source files can be MP3, OGG, WAV, WMA or other supported formats stored
either on your hard disk or attached portable storage drives.

Overview

Start up SwiftDisc Burning Wizard => Section: Audio Project
The Audio Project allows you to create the following types of discs:
Audio CD

An Audio CD is a compact disc designed to be read by both Audio CD and CD-ROM players. With the "Audio Project", you can
make your own custom Audio CDs. Your source files can be MP3, OGG, WAV, WMA or other supported formats.

Good to know: A CD audio disk holds approximately 74 (or 79) minutes of stereo music recorded with 16-bit resolution.
For more information, please read the section: Creating an Audio CD (@ see page 21).
MP3 Audio Disc

An MP3/WMA disc is a CD or DVD data disc designed to be read by your computer, portable MP3 disc player or any player that
supports MP3 or WMA files.

With the "Audio Project", you can make your own custom MP3/WMA discs. Your source files can be in MP3 or WMA formats.
For more information, please read the section: Creating MP3/WMA Discs (@ see page 28).
Enhanced Audio CD

An Enhanced Audio CD is a multi-session compact disc that combines both audio tracks (playable on your regular CD or DVD
player), and data (readable on your computer). This way you can store additional information such as album art, track files,
images, and background information, etc. on the same disc. The Enhanced Audio CD is also known as "CD Extra" or "CD Plus".

Note: The "Enhanced Audio CD" project is only available in the SwiftDisc Burning Wizard Premium.

Creating An Audio CD

Before initiating an Audio Disc recording, please insert a disc (CD) into the drive.
Steps to creating an Audio Disc:

1. Start up SwiftDisc Burning Wizard.

2. Choose section: Audio Project => option: Burn Audio CD.

3. A list of devices available on the computer will be displayed. There you can check the disk size and verify the disc space
availability. Check the box in front of the device where you inserted the disc.

Note: You can select multiple devices to burn multiple discs with same content and quality in the same session.

Once you have selected the burning device(s), device information will be displayed at the bottom of the screen. Press the “Next”
button.

4. The screen is split into two parts. Use the Explorer Window on the top to navigate and locate the folders containing the audio
tracks to be recorded. The window at the bottom contains the files to be written to the disc.

Add audio tracks to the compilation. For more information, please read the section: Adding Audio Tracks (@ see page 22). Press
the “Next” button.

5. If needed, add or edit the track information, such as the track names or album titles. For more information, please read the
section: Editing Track Information (& see page 23). Press the “Next” button.

6. Configure the burning settings. For more information, please read the sections: Burning Settings (@ see page 24) and
Advanced Burning Settings (@ see page 26). Press the “Burn” button.

Adding Audio Tracks

The wizard page where you can add files to your project follows the same principle regardless of the project you perform.

The “Add Audio Files” screen is split into two parts. Use the Explorer Window on the top to navigate and locate the folders
containing the files to be recorded as audio files. The window at the bottom contains the audio files to be written to the disc.
Once you select the files, the toolbar between both windows ("Add" and "Remove" Files buttons) will be activated.

Steps to add audio tracks to a disc:
Before adding audio files to a compilation, navigate to the place where the source files are located.
Add audio files

1. Select the source folder.

2. Select the files you would like to copy by highlighting them. Use the SHIFT key or CTRL key to select groups of files with the
mouse.

3. Drag and drop the selection to the compilation list or press the “Add” button.

All the files added will be displayed on the compilation screen, as well as details about each item.
Note: Only recognized audio format files will be added.

Rearrange audio files

Select a track. Either click on the "Move up"/"Move down" arrows, or drag and drop with the mouse up or down to rearrange the
tracks in the compilation list.

Remove audio files from the compilation

- Select a file to be removed and press the “Remove files” button or

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- Right-click on a file(s) and press the “Remove” option or

- Drag a file(s) aside, away from the list. The mouse pointer changes to a red cross and the files will be removed from the
compilation

=> When you finish adding files, press the “Next” button.

Editing Track Information

SwiftDisc Burning Wizard allows you to add additional information about the Audio CD. It will be saved as a CD text that can
be read by some audio players. For information about adding audio files, please read the section: Adding Audio Tracks (@ see
page 22).

=> After adding audio files, press the “Next” button.

You can add a title, performer, song writer and other details for the album, as well as detailed information for each track included
in the compilation.

Add additional Audio CD information:

1. Check the “Add CD text” check box so that the Audio CD data fields will be activated.

2. Fill in the album details: a title, performer, song writer, etc.

Edit the track information:

1. Press the “Show Tracks” button to open the "Tracks CD text" window.

2. Edit the information for each individual track. To navigate among tracks, please use the "<" and ">" arrows in that window.

3. Press the "OK" button to confirm changes.

Note: Some CD recorders do not support CD Text recording. In such cases, the information you have entered will not be

23
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displayed with the disc recorded.
Convert Audio to CD-DA Format:

“Convert Audio to CD-DA format” function is enabled by default. The result is that the files will be converted before the recording.

If you would like the audio files to be converted to a CD Digital Audio (CD-DA) format together with the burning process, uncheck
the "Convert Audio to CD-DA format" check box.

Hint: Leave this checked if your computer is slow and cannot handle simultaneous audio decoding and burning. If you uncheck
this box, the audio will be converted to format suitable for CD recording on-the-fly.

=> When you finish editing the audio files, press the “Next” button.

Burning Settings

SwiftDisc Burning Wizard allows you to configure the burning settings for your project.

In case you selected multiple devices (available only for the Premium Edition), you can access each device from the drop-down
list at the top of the window.

Parameters:
Speed

Choose the recording speed from the "Recording speed" drop-down list. The recording speeds available depend on the drive
capabilities and the media inserted in the drive.

Hint: We suggest that you select a lower-than-maximum speed.
Simulation

Check the "Simulate" check box to perform a simulated burn. Make sure that you have inserted the CD/DVD to be used for the
actual recording process. After the burning simulation, you will be asked whether to perform the actual burning.

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Note: Some devices or media types (e. g. DVD+RW) do not support Simulation. Where applicable, this option is disabled.

Optional:

Closing the disc

SwiftDisc Burning Wizard closes the disc by default. Once the disc is closed you will not be able to append additional sessions to
it. If you would like to add more sessions to the disc, uncheck the “Close Disc” check box. For the "Enhanced Audio CD"
projects, the “Close disc” option is disabled. The Enhanced Audio CDs are always finalized.

Eject the CD after burning

Check the "Eject when done" check box to eject the disc after the burning is completed. The device tray will be ejected after the
actual burning.

Erase the disc if it is not blank

Check the “Erase disc if not blank” check box to erase a rewritable disc inserted in the selected device. (“Format” for DVD-RW
discs in Restricted Overwrite mode).

Setting Up A Device:

If you selected multiple devices (available only for the Premium Edition), you can choose to configure the burning settings either
for each device separately or for all of them at once.

« Set up the burning settings for an individual device

Choose the device from the drop-down list at the top of the “Burning Setting” screen. Configure the settings only referring to it. If
you would like to configure the settings for another device, choose the device from the drop-down list and repeat the steps.

Note: All the settings entered will be saved for the device referred. SwiftDisc Burning Wizard keeps the settings entered
separately for each device. This means that each device may have different values for different settings.

2.2 Creating An Audio CD SwiftDisc® Burning Wizard 2.30 Advanced Burning Settings

Choose “All” from the drop-down list at the top of the “Burning Setting” screen to configure the settings for all devices.

Note: If you would like to configure the setting for an individual device after setting them all at once (selecting the “All devices”
view), the device settings for will be re-selected to the configuration before the “All devices” view.

Additional:

- To change the disc inserted in the device tray, press the “Eject” button.

- To close the device tray, press the “Close” button.

=> To set up a session type for the recording, check the “Edit Advanced Settings” check box at the bottom of the screen. Press
the “Next” button. The program will take you to an additional “Advanced Burning Settings” screen. Each of the sessions will be
recorded as the necessary type according to the project. (For the "Enhanced Audio CD" project, the "Edit Advanced Settings"
check box is disabled.)

=> To start the burning, press the “Finish” button. This will initiate the actual burning process.

Advanced Burning Settings

The “Advanced Burning Settings” screen allows you to set up the session type for the recording. It is an optional, additional
screen. To activate it, check the “Edit Advanced Settings” check box on the “Burning Settings” screen and press the “Next”
button.

Session Type:

The options "Session At Once" and "Track At Once" determine how the project will be recorded.

Note: "Disc At Once" and "Incremental” are the options available for DVD discs.

"Session At Once"

If the "Session At Once" (or "Disc At Once") option is selected, the entire project will be written at once without interruptions.

Hint: If you edited the track information for an Audio CD, we highly recommend you to select the “Session at once” option. The
information added will be recorded with your compilation.
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"Track At Once"

If the "Track At Once" (or "Incremental") option is selected, the individual tracks (a.k.a. packets) will be recorded with tiny gaps
between them.

Hint: If you choose the “Track-At-Once” writing method, audio indices and CD Text will be ignored.
We highly recommend you to use the "Session At Once" option for the audio projects.

Note: For the "Enhanced Audio CD" project (available only for the Premium Edition), the "Edit Advanced Settings" check box is
disabled. Each of the sessions will be recorded as the necessary type according to the project.

=> To start the burning, press the “Finish” button. This will initiate the actual burning process.

Review Disc Size

The colored graph indicates the compilation disc size.

For Multi-session recording:

Copying discs using the SwiftDisc Burning Wizard is a two-step process:
Step 1: Create Image

The first step is to extract an image of the disc you want to copy. In this step, the information from the original disc is saved to an
image file in your computer. You can then use the image in the second step to create a copy of the disc.

For more information, please read the section: Extracting a Disc Image (& see page 67).
Step 2: Burn Image

The second step is to burn the disc image created in Step 1 to a blank disc. The blank disc becomes an exact copy of the
original disc from which the image was extracted. If you have more than one burner device, the Premium Edition of SwiftDisc
Burning Wizard allows you to burn single disc image to multiple blank discs simultaneously.

For more information, please read the section: Burning a Disc Image (@ see page 69).

NOTE:

For better results, the source and destination DVD discs should be one and the same type. Otherwise the following limitations
may apply:

* A CD-R or CD-RW image cannot be written to DVD media.

« A DVD-ROM image can be written to any type of blank DVD media. Most of the images extracted from movies will be bigger
than 4.37 GB and will require DVD+R Double Layer 8.5 GB media.

» A DVD-R image can be written to a blank DVD-R, or a fully erased blank DVD-RW. A DVD-R DL image can be written only to a
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blank DVD-R DL disc.

» An image of a sequentially recorded DVD-RW can be written to a blank DVD-R, or a fully erased blank DVD-RW.

* An image of a DVD-RW formatted for restricted overwrite can be written to a blank formatted DVD-RW.

« A DVD+R image can be written only to a blank DVD+R. A DVD+R DL image can be written only to a blank DVD+R DL disc.

« A DVD+RW image can be written to any type of blank DVD media.

Extracting a Disc Image

Steps to creating an image of a disc:
1. Start up SwiftDisc Burning Wizard.
2. Choose section Copy Project => option: Create Image.

3. Select the drive where you have inserted the disc that you would like to make a copy of. Only one device can be selected at a
time. You can verify the information about the selected device and the disc space availability. Press the “Next” button.

4. Review the type and contents of the disc which you would make a copy of. Press the “Next” button. For more information,
please read the section: Disc Information (@ see page 67).

5. Browse for the location and enter a name for the image files to be saved as. For saving the .sdi image, an empty folder is
required.

The process “Image file creation” has been initiated. For more information, please read the section: Image Saving Progress (&

Disc Information

After selecting the device where the disc to be copied has been inserted, navigate to the “Disc Information“ screen. Information
about the disc and the computer drive will be displayed.

The reported information includes:

» Type of media and, if applicable, a recording format, of the disc inserted;

* Number of sessions on the disc in the drive;
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* Number of tracks in each session on the disc;
« Track type and size;

=> Please make sure that you have selected the disc which you would like to copy. Press the “Next” button.

Save Image

After verifying you have inserted the disc you would like to copy from, specify the location and enter a name for the image.
SwiftDisc Burning Wizard may create several files depending on your settings.

4. Browse for the image file to be burned. Press the “Open” button. For more information, please read the section: Select Image
(= see page 69).

5. Press the “Finish” button to start copying the disc. For more information, please read the section: Burn Image (@ see page 71).

Select Image

Steps to select a Burning Disc Image:

1. After selecting the device (or devices) to which you would like to burn the disc image, navigate to the “Select Image File”
screen.

2. Browse to the location where you have saved the ripped files of the original disc created by SwiftDisc Burning Wizard.

=> If you have chosen the "Burn Image" option immediately when finishing the “Create Image” project, the newly created disc
image will be selected by default.
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=> If you use the “Burn Disc Image” option, you need to select the “Image.sdi” file created at an earlier time.

3. Specify the writing method (when copying a CD).

Choose a writing method from the “Write method” drop-down list:

* RAW Disc-At-Once /The burning is done in RAW mode/: The PrimoBurner™ Engine calculates the ECC/EDC checksums and
generates the subchannel data.

* RAW Disc-At-Once 2352 Bytes/Sector /The burning is done in RAW mode/: All 2352 bytes extracted are used. ECC/EDC
checksums are not recalculated. The subchannel information is generated by the PrimoBurner™ Engine. The end result is 1:1
copy of all the CD sectors.

« RAW Disc-At-Once + SUB 2448 Bytes/Sector /The burning is done in RAW mode/. Data 2352 bytes and 96 bytes for
subchannel info are taken directly from the source image. An image complete with a “.SUB” file extension is required for this
recording. The source image file should be created using the Read Subchannel option. The end result is a "perfect” copy (1:1
copy of all the CD sectors including P-W subchannels).

Optional:

Delete image files after burning

To delete image files after recording, check the “Delete image files after burn” check box.

Note: To make several copies of a disc, we highly recommend you to keep the “Delete image files after burn” check box blank.

Erase a rewritable disc

To erase a non-blank disc and use it for recording, press the “Erase” button. (Enabled only for rewritable discs)

4. Press the “Finish” button too start the burning. This will initiate the actual copying disc process.

Note: SwiftDisc Burning Wizard selects automatically the best settings for your project. If you are not sure which options to
choose, please leave the default values.
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Burn Image

=> Press the “Finish” button to initiate the burn copy image process.

After the actual burning process has been initiated, you will be directed to the "Progress screen”. The burning process will take
some time depending on your hardware and the amount of data to be recorded. Please wait until the burning process is finished.
Select a device to review the progress of burning on a particular disc, elapsed time, estimated time to complete the recording
and the recorder buffer level. For further actions, choose an option depending on the device status, e.g., retry the
recording/erase the disc.

When the recording is over (if applicable, on all devices selected), press the "Continue" button to start another project, or press
the "Exit" button to leave SwiftDisc Burning Wizard.

=> If you press the "Continue" button, you will be offered a choice to save the project, burn it again (to create another copy), or
start a new one.

=> If you choose to exit, will be prompted to save your project. To save your project for future use, press the "Save project”
button.
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Ripping Audio CDs

In addition to Creating Music Discs (@ see page 20), SwiftDisc Burning Wizard enables you to copy (rip) music from previously
recorded Audio or Enhanced Audio CDs.

Overview

The Rip Audio CD project allows you to:
- Save audio tracks from music CDs to the computer:
- Copy audio tracks in the following formats:

» Uncompressed (WAV) format (preserving the quality and size of the original media);

» Compressed (WMA and OGG) format (taking up less space and more convenient for storing large collections on your hard
drive);

Before ripping an Audio Disc, please insert the disc to be ripped in the drive.
Steps to rip an Audio CD:

1. Start up SwiftDisc Burning Wizard.

2. Choose section: Audio Project => option: Rip Audio CD.

3. A list of devices available on the computer will be displayed. Check the box in front of the device from which you would like to
copy the audio files. You can verify the information about the selected device, disc capacity and space available. Audio discs are
usually closed, showing i.e. “0 Bytes available”. Press the “Next” button.

Note: Ripping audio files is only possible from one device at a time.

4. Choose the tracks to be saved to your computer. (All audio files are selected by default). Press the “Next” button.
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Additional:
Set the names of the tracks

- Manually;

- Searching through Free CD Data Base: artist, album, and track information;
Modify Output location

Select an output folder where you would like to store the ripped files. For more information, please read the section: Selecting
Tracks (@ see page 73).

5. Choose the multimedia format for saving your tracks using the radio button. For more information, please read the section:
Selecting Output Format. (@ see page 75)

6. Press the “Finish” button. For more information, please read the section: Writing The Files To Your Drive (@ see page 76).

Selecting Tracks

Steps to select tracks for ripping an Audio CD:

1. After inserting the Audio CD from which you would like to copy music, select the device where you inserted the media. Press
the “Next” button.

2. The “Audio CD Tracks” screen shows the audio tracks on the disc in the selected drive. All audio tracks are selected by
default. To make your own selection, uncheck the check box in front of any file. Then you can check the files to be included in
the compilation.

Select at least one track by checking on the corresponding check box, or select multiple tracks using the mouse + pressed key
"Shift" (for selecting sequential items) or +"Ctrl" (for non-sequential tracks).

Track Visualization

If the Audio tracks on the CD have been recorded with additional information such as tracks names etc., it will be displayed on
the screen. Otherwise, SwiftDisc Burning Wizard will try to connect the free online CD Database (freedb), by default, and retrieve
information about the album and tracks.
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- To disable online search, please read the section: Free DB Settings (& see page 74).

- To perform a new search, press the “Get CD Information” button.

Rename a track manually

- Double-click on the track name, select it and press the right mouse button, or

- Select the track name and press "F2" from the keyboard;

If no information is loaded and the track names have not been changed, the track names will display track titles like: "Track 03".

Track Information

The track meta data comprises of the name of the artist, song title, album title, number, type, play time, and the size of the
uncompressed WAV file.

Below the tracks list, you can review information about the size of the audio files if ripped uncompressed and the free space
available.

Change the track extension

Navigate to the “Audio CD Tracks" screen to change track extension and format. For more information, please read the section:
Selecting Output Format (@ see page 75).

Change the Output Folder
If you would like to change the output folder, press the "Output Folder" button. Select a folder. Press the "Ok" button.

=> When you finish selecting the tracks to be saved to your computer, press the “Next” button.

Free DB Settings

If you would not like SwiftDisc Burning Wizard to connect and retrieve information from the online CD Database (freedb)
automatically, you can modify the default settings.

1. Navigate to the “Audio CD Tracks” screen.
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2. Press on the "Free DB Settings" icon from the toolbar.
Enable/disable the automatic Free DB search

The automatic search is enabled by default. To disable the automatic search, uncheck the “Query Freedb Automatically” check
box.

Change server for querying

If you would like to change the default server, select another server from the drop-down menu. SwiftDisc Burning Wizard allows
you to choose servers at different locations.

Connection to the Internet Via Proxy

In case you connect to the Internet via a proxy, check the “Use Proxy Server” check box and configure the proxy settings which
are now enabled.

3. Press the "OK" button to confirm the settings.

Selecting Output Format

After selecting tracks for ripping, updating their titles and location to be saved to, choose tracks format. Use the radio button and
selection to define the file format.

Uncompressed Audio (WAV)

To save the CD tracks as Uncompressed Audio, select the WAV option. The recorded files will preserve the quality and size of
the original media. WAV files are the standard sound format for PCs. The uncompressed audio file extension is ".WAV". The
tracks can be played on all Windows applications which support sound.

Windows Media Audio (WMA)

To save the CD tracks as Windows Media Audio files, select the WMA option. This format is used for encoding digital audio files
similar to MP3.
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Select the compression parameters from the "Encoding Profiles" drop-down list. The larger the bit rate, the better the quality. The
better the quality, the bigger the file size.

The Windows media audio file extension is ".WMA". The tracks can be played on a home/car CD player and many other software
players supporting the WMA format.

Vorbis Audio

To save the CD tracks as Vorbis Audio files, select the OGG option. Select the parameters from the "Encoding Profiles"
drop-down list. The Vorbis audio file extension is ".0GG"

Abbreviations Meaning:
VBR - Variable Bit Rate
ABR - Average Bit Rate
CBR - Constant Bit Rate

Hint: We recommend you to experiment with various settings to find out which combination works best, regarding size and
quality.

=> When you choose the files format, press the “Finish” button. This will initiate the writing of the files to the selected output
location.

Writing The Files To Your Drive

=> Press the “Finish” button to initiate saving files to the computer.

After the writing file process has been initiated, you will be directed to the "Progress screen”. The process will take some time,
depending on your hardware and the amount of files to be recorded. Please wait until the ripping process is finished. Select a
device to review the progress of ripping on a particular disc, elapsed time, estimated time to complete the ripping and the
recorder buffer level. For further actions, choose an option depending on the device status, e.g., retry ripping/erase disc.

When the ripping is over, press the "Continue" button to start another project, or press the "Exit" button to leave SwiftDisc
Burning Wizard.

=> If you press the "Continue" button, you will be offered to start a new project.
=> |f you choose to exit, you will be prompted to save the current project. To save your project for future use, press the "Save

project” button.
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Burning DVD-Video

Burning DVD Video project allows you to create a DVD Video disc from DVD-Video files saved on your computer. This project
burns DVD-Video files from a VIDEO_TS folder. To create the VIDEO_TS folder and corresponding files, you need to use a
separate DVD authoring tool.

Overview

The Burn DVD-Video projects allow you to create discs with video sequences playable on standalone DVD players.

Before making a Video DVD with SwiftDisc Burning Wizard, copy DVD files, or create the layout using a DVD Authoring package.
Steps to burn a DVD from a VIDEO_TS Folder:

1. Start up SwiftDisc Burning Wizard.

2. Choose section: Video Project => option: Burn VIDEO_TS Folder.

3. Select the drive where you inserted the DVD to be burned. You can verify the information about the selected device and disc
space availability. Press the “Next” button.

Note: You can select multiple devices to burn multiple DVDs with the same content and quality in the same session. (Available
only for the Premium Edition).

4. Browse for the folder with DVD-Video files. For more information, please read the section: Select Video Contents To Burn (&
see page 78).

5. Configure the burning settings. For more information, please read the sections: Burning Settings (@ see page 79) and
Advanced Burning Settings (@ see page 81).

6. Press the “Finish” button. For more information about burning, please read the section: Burning Video DVD (@ see page 82).
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Select Video Contents To Burn

Steps to select DVD Video files to be burned:

1. After selecting the device (devices for the Premium edition only) where you would like to burn your DVD-Video, insert the
appropriately sized DVD disc. Press the "Next” button.

2. Browse for the pre-made DVD-Video folder.

Note: In order for stand-alone DVD players to recognize and play the DVD, they require a specific file structure -
VIDEO_TS.BUP, VIDEO_TS.IFO, VIDEO_TS.VOB, VTS_01_0.BUP, VTS_01_0.IFO, VTS 01 0.VOB. Please make sure that
DVD-Video files match the formats above and are saved in a single folder.

Hint: If you have copied the contents of a DVD, or you have used a DVD Authoring tool, the files can be found in a folder called
"VIDEO_TS".

Selecting a DVD-Video file
Choose an option to continue burning the DVD files:

« Select a VIDEO_TS folder.

 Select a folder which contains VIDEO_TS folder. In this case, if there is an AUDIO_TS folder comprising of corresponding
audio tracks, it will be recorded as well.

* Select a folder with a valid DVD-Video compilation, regardless of its name.
Hint: Make sure that the VIDEO_TS folder selected matches the target disc size.
Press the “OK” button to confirm the selection.

Volume Label

We suggest that you change the “Volume Label” so you can recognize easily the disc title when you load it on your computer.
Spaces and special symbols are not allowed in the disc title.

=> When you select the folder containing valid DVD-Video files, press the “Next” button.
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Burning Settings

SwiftDisc Burning Wizard allows you to configure the burning settings for your project. In case you selected multiple devices
(available only for the Premium edition), you can access each device from the drop-down list at the top of the window.

Parameters:
Speed

Choose the recording speed from the "Recording speed" drop-down list. The recording speeds available depend on the drive
capabilities and the media inserted in the drive.

Hint: We suggest that you select a lower-than-maximum speed.
Simulation

Check the "Simulate" check box to perform a simulated burn. Make sure that you have inserted the DVD media into the drive to
be used for the actual recording process. After the burning simulation you will be asked whether to perform the actual burning.

Note: Some devices or media types (e. g. DVD+RW) do not support Simulation. Where applicable, this option is disabled.
Optional:
Closing the disc

SwiftDisc Burning Wizard closes the disc by default. Once the disc is closed you will not be able to append additional sessions to
it. If you would like to add more sessions to the disc, uncheck the “Close Disc” check box.

Eject the CD after burning

Check the "Eject when done" check box to eject the DVD after the burning is completed. The device tray will be ejected after the
actual burning.
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Erase disc if not blank

Check the "Eject when done" check box to eject the disc after the burning is completed. The device tray will be ejected after the
actual burning.

Note: SwiftDisc Burning Wizard selects automatically the best settings for your project. If you are not sure which options to
choose, please leave the default values.

Setting Up A Device:

If you have selected multiple devices (available only for the Premium Edition), you can choose to configure the burning settings
either for each device separately or for all of them at once.

» Set up burning setting for an individual device

Choose the device from the drop-down list at the top of the “Burning Setting” screen and configure the settings only referring to it.
If you would like to configure the setting for another device, please choose it from the drop-down list at the top of the “Burning
Setting” screen and repeat the steps.

Note: All the settings entered will be saved for the device referred. SwiftDisc Burning Wizard keeps the settings entered
separately for each device (chosen in the drop-down list). This means that each device may have different values for different
settings.

» Set up burning setting for multiple devices

Choose “All” from the drop-down list at the top of the “Burning Setting” screen to configure the settings for all devices.

Note: If you would like to configure the setting for an individual device after setting them all at once (selecting the “All devices”
view), the device settings will be re-selected to configuration before the “All devices” view.

Additional:

- To change the DVD you have inserted for the recording, please press the “Eject” button.

- To close the device tray, press the “Close” button.

Before continuing, please make sure that there is enough space on the target DVD to record your video files.
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=> To set up a session type for the recording, check the “Edit Advanced Settings” check box at the bottom of the screen. Press
the “Next” button. The program will take you to an additional “Advanced Burning Settings” screen. (For more information, please
read the section: Advanced Burning Settings) or

=> To start the burning, press the “Finish” button. This will initiate the actual burning process.

Advanced Burning Settings

The “Advanced Burning Settings” screen allows you to set up the session type for the recording. It is an optional, additional
screen. To activate it, check the “Edit Advanced Settings” check box on the “Burning Settings” screen and press the “Next”
button.

Session Type:

The options "Disc At Once" and "Incremental” determine how the project will be recorded.

Note: For some DVD types, only the "Incremental” option is available.

"Disc At Once"

If the "Disc At Once" option is selected, the entire project will be written at once without interruptions.

Hint: We highly recommend you to use "Disk At Once" for Video DVD projects.
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"Incremental”
If the "Incremental” option is selected, the individual tracks (a.k.a. packets) will be recorded with tiny gaps between them.

=> To start the burning, press the “Finish” button. This will initiate the actual burning process.

Burning Video DVD

=> Press the “Finish” button to initiate the burning process.

After the actual burning process has been initiated, you will be directed to the "Progress screen". The burning process will take
some time depending on your hardware and the amount of DVD files to be recorded. Please wait until the burning process is
finished. Please wait until the burning process is finished. Select a device to review the progress of burning on a particular disc,
elapsed time, estimated time to complete the recording and the recorder buffer level. For further actions, choose an option
depending on the device status, e.g., retry recording/erase disc.

When the recording is over (if applicable, on all devices selected), press the "Continue" button to start another project, or press
the "Exit" button to leave SwiftDisc Burning Wizard.

=> |f you press the "Continue" button, you will be offered a choice save this project, burn it again or start a new one.

=> If you choose to exit, you will be prompted to save your project. To save your project for future use, press the "Save project”
button.
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Toolbox

SwiftDisc Burning Wizard offers not only tools for recording information on discs, but also tools for initial formatting (for new,
not pre-formatted discs) and erasing rewritable media (for discs to be reused).

Clear out old files from a DVD-RW to be able to record it again. This option allows making/keeping the DVD-RW media in
Sequential Recording mode.

4. Erase DVD-RAM

Clear out old files from a DVD-RAM to be able to record it again. For more information, please read the section: Erasing
DVD-RAM (& see page 87).

5. Erase BD-RE (Premium edition only)

Blu-ray, also known as Blu-ray Disc (BD) is the name of a next-generation optical disc format. The format was developed to
enable recording, rewriting and playback of high-definition video (HD), as well as storing large amounts of data. This option
enables clearing out old files from a rewritable Blu-ray disc to be reused for recording. For more information, please read the
section: Erasing BD-RE (@ see page 88).
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6. Format DVD+RW

DVD formatting prepares a medium for use. Every brand new DVD+RW media needs formatting before being used for the first
time. For more information, please read the section: Formatting DVD+RW (@ see page 89).

7. Format DVD-RW

DVD-RW formatting clears out old files from a DVD-RW to be reused for recording. When formatting DVD-RW media, the tool
converts them to Restricted Overwrite (RO) format. In case they have already been formatted, it keeps the format. For more
information, please read the section: Formatting DVD-RW (@ see page 90).

8. Format DVD-RAM

DVD-RAM Format executes a low level DVD-RAM media formatting. Usually DVD-RAM media are preformatted by the
manufacturer, so formatting is not needed. For more information, please read the section: Formatting DVD-RAM (@@ see page 91).

Good to know: Formatting a DVD-RAM disc takes a considerable amount of time (about 45 minutes for a 4.7 GB disk).
9. Format Blu-ray Discs (Available only for the Premium Edition)

The "Format Blu-ray Disc" project enables formatting a new Blu-ray discs which have not been formatted by the manufacturer. In
such cases, the Blu-ray Discs need formatting before being used for the first time. For more information, read the section:

Before initiating the erasing of a disc, please insert a recorded CD-RW disc into the drive to be erased. Rewritable discs can be
erased and re-recorded multiple times.

When using the "Erase DVD-RW" project, the disc will keep its Sequential
mode. To change the disc to the alternative recording mode, please read the section: Formatting DVD-RW (@ see page 90).

Before initiating the disc erasing, please insert a DVD-RW disc into the drive to be erased. Rewritable discs can be erased and
re-recorded multiple times.

Steps to erase arecorded DVD-RW:

1. Start up SwiftDisc Burning Wizard.
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2. Choose section: Toolbox => option: Erase DVD-RW.

3. Select the drive where you inserted the DVD-RW to be erased. You can verify the information about the selected device and
disc space availability. Press the “Next” button.

4. Only the “Full Erase” function is available for DVD-RW media.

The “Full Erase” function erases the complete surface of the medium. A full erase overwrites each sector and the erased data
can never be recovered. The thorough disc erasing will take some time, depending on the media and device speed.

Note: The “Full Erase” function could take up to 90 minutes, depending on the burner and the media speed.
=> Press the “Finish” button. This will initiate the disc erasing process.

5. After the actual erasing process has been initiated, you will be directed to the "Progress screen”. Please wait until the erasing
process is finished. Select a device to review the progress of erasing a particular disc: elapsed time and estimated time to
complete the erasing.

When the erasing procedure is over, press the "Continue" button to start another project, or press the "Exit" button to leave
SwiftDisc Burning Wizard.

Erasing DVD-RAM

Before initiating the erasing of a disc, please insert a recorded DVD-RAM disc into the drive to be erased. Rewritable discs can
be erased and re-recorded multiple times.

3. Select the drive where you inserted the DVD-RAM to be erased. You can verify the information about the selected device and
disc space availability.

=> The “Quick Erase” function erases only the file list. The disc will appear to be empty but the data will not be erased
physically.

A full erase overwrites each sector and the erased
data can never be recovered. The thorough disc erasing will take some time, depending on the media and device speed.

3. Select the drive where you inserted the BD-RE to be erased. You can verify the information about the selected device and disc
space availability. Press the “Next” button.

4. Only the “Quick Erase” function is applicable to BD-RE media. After a quick erasing the Blu-Ray Disc can be reused for
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recording.
Hint: This function should be treated with caution if the disc contains confidential data.
=> Press the “Finish” button. This will initiate the disc erasing process.

5. After the actual erasing process has been initiated, you will be directed to the "Progress screen”. Please wait until the erasing
process is finished. Select a device to review the progress of erasing a particular disc: elapsed time and estimated time to
complete the erasing.

When the erasing procedure is over, press the "Continue" button to start another project, or press the "Exit" button to leave
SwiftDisc Burning Wizard.

Formatting DVD+RW

Every brand new DVD+RW media needs formatting before being used for the first time. Once a DVD+RW has been formatted,
there is no need to format it again for new data to be recorded.

Before initiating formatting of the disc, please insert a DVD+RW disc into the drive to be formatted.
Steps to format a DVD+RW:

1. Start up SwiftDisc Burning Wizard.

2. Choose section: Toolbox => option: Format DVD+RW.

3. Select the device where you inserted the DVD+RW to be formatted. You can verify the information about the selected device
and disc space availability. Press the “Next” button.

4. Select a format method from the “Format Method” drop-down menu.

- To format a brand new, blank DVD+RW, select “Full Format”. The formatting process will be executed independently by the
device. That is why it is called “background formatting”.

- To stop a background format process, select "Stop Background Format" from the “Format Method” drop-down menu.

- To restart formatting, select "Restart Background Format" from the “Format Method” drop-down menu. The formatting will be
resumed from the address at which it was interrupted.
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Note: The formatting process will take some time.
=> When you finish selecting the format method, press the “Finish” button. This will initiate the actual formatting process.

5. After the actual formatting process has been initiated, you will be directed to the "Progress screen”. Please wait until the
formatting process is finished. Select a device to review the progress of formatting a particular disc: elapsed time and estimated
time to complete the formatting.

When the formatting procedure is over, press the "Continue" button to start another project, or press the "Exit" button to leave
SwiftDisc Burning Wizard.

Formatting DVD-RW

New DVD-RW discs are produced formatted in a “Sequential” writing mode by the manufacturer. This means that they behave
similarly to rewritable CDs. Burning data is possible until closing of the disc or recording it to its full capacity. Then the disc
should be erased in order to be recorded again. When using "Erase DVD-RW (@ see page 86)" project, the disc will keep its
“Sequential” mode. To change the disc to the alternative recording mode, it needs formatting.

DVD-RW Restricted Overwrite (DVD-RW RO) behaves in a similar manner as a DVD+RW disc, where data can be appended
until the disc is full. Only then does the disc need formatting again for further recording.

Before initiating formatting of the disc, please insert a DVD-RW disc into the drive to be formatted.
Steps to format a DVD-RW:

1. Start up SwiftDisc Burning Wizard.

2. Choose section: Toolbox => option: Format DVD-RW.

3. Select the drive where you inserted the DVD-RW to be formatted. You can verify the information about the selected device
and disc space availability. Press the “Next” button.

4. Select a format method from the “Format Method” drop-down menu.

=> The “Quick Format” function prepares the DVD-RW media for further recording. The disc will appear to be empty but the
data will not be erased physically.

Hint: This function should be treated with caution if the disc contains confidential data.
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=> The “Full Format” function overwrites physically all data on the disc. The thorough disc formatting will take some time,
depending on the media and device speed.

When you finish selecting the format method, press the “Finish” button. This will initiate the actual formatting process.

5. After the actual formatting process has been initiated, you will be directed to the "Progress screen”. Please wait until the
formatting process is finished. Select a device to review the progress of formatting a particular disc: elapsed time and estimated
time to complete the formatting.

When the formatting procedure is over, press the "Continue" button to start another project, or press the "Exit" button to leave
SwiftDisc Burning Wizard.

Formatting DVD-RAM

New DVD-RAM discs are usually pre-formatted by the manufacturer. In case they have not been formatted, they need formatting
in order to be burned. Once a DVD-RAM has been formatted, there is no need to format it again for new data to be recorded.

Before initiating formatting of the disc, please insert a DVD-RAM disc into the drive to be formatted.
Steps to format a DVD-RAM:

1. Start up SwiftDisc Burning Wizard.

2. Choose section: Toolbox => option: Format DVD-RAM.

3. Select the drive where you inserted the DVD-RAM to be formatted. You can verify the information about the selected device
and disc space availability. Press the “Next” button.

4. Only the “Full Format” function is available for DVD-RAM media.
Note: The “Full Format” function could take up to 90 minutes, depending on the burner and the media speed.
=> Press the “Finish” button. This will initiate the disc formatting process.

5. After the actual formatting process has been initiated, you will be directed to the "Progress screen”. Please wait until the
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formatting process is finished. Select a device to review the progress of formatting a particular disc: elapsed time and estimated
time to complete the formatting.

When the formatting procedure is over, press the "Continue" button to start another project, or press the "Exit" button to leave
SwiftDisc Burning Wizard.

Formatting Blu-ray Discs (Premium Edition)

The Format Blu-ray Discs project is available only for the SwiftDisc Burning Wizard Premium. For information on how to
upgrade to SwiftDisc Burning Wizard Premium, please read the section: How To Upgrade From Standard To Premium Edition (&
see page 19).

New Blu-ray discs are usually pre-formatted by the manufacturer. In case they have not been formatted, they need formatting in
order to be burned. Once a DVD-RAM has been formatted, there is no need to format it again for new data to be recorded.

Steps to format a Blu-ray disc:
1. Start up SwiftDisc Burning Wizard.
2. Choose section: Toolbox => option: Format Blu-ray Disc.

3. Select the drive where you inserted the Blu-ray Disc to be formatted. You can verify the information about the selected device
and disc space availability. Press the “Next” button.

4. Select a format method from the “Format Method” drop-down menu.
=>The “Quick Format” function prepares the Blu-ray Disc media for recording.
Hint: This function should be treated with caution if the disc contains confidential data.

=> The “Full Format” function overwrites physically all data on the disc. The thorough disc formatting will take some time,
depending on the media and device speed.

When you finish selecting a format method, press the “Finish” button. This will initiate the actual formatting process.

Please wait until the
formatting process is finished. Select a device to review the progress of formatting a particular disc: elapsed time and estimated
time to complete the formatting.

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Saving Projects

SwiftDisc Burning Wizard allows you to save your project settings so you can burn a compilation numerous times easily and
quickly without readjusting your settings.

Overview

When saving a SwiftDisc Burning Wizard project, the following information will be stored (in case it has been modified):

* Type of the project chosen.

« Device or devices selected. (Multiple devices selection available only for the Premium edition)

« Files and folders added to the compilation (Creating a Data/Audio CD) arranged in a specified order.
» Advanced settings relevant for the project.

* Burning settings relevant to the project.

« Image file selection, or VIDEO_TS folder selection relevant to the project.

* Tracks to be ripped relevant to the project.

» Format selection for ripping audio tracks relevant to the project.

How To Save Your Project

How to save a project:

e Save aproject in progress

Once you have selected the project type, you can save the current project settings at any time. The standard file extension for a
SwiftDisc Project File is ".SDS".

Press the "Save Project” button in the lower left-hand corner of the wizard window. A pop-up dialog appears asking for the
location where you would like to save the current project. Navigate to the location and enter a name for the project. Press the
“Save” button.

e Save a completed project
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When the recording is over you will be offered a choice to exit or continue using the program.
=> |If you press the “Continue” button, you will be offered a choice to save this project, burn it again or start a new one.

- If you choose the “Burn this project again” option, make sure there is a disc in the drive selected. Press the “Next” button and
the current project will be burned again on the newly inserted disc preserving all recording settings set.

- If you choose the “Start a new project” option: the start page will be loaded.

=> If you press the “Exit” button you will be prompted to save your project. To save your project for future use, press the ,Save
project” button. Navigate to the location and enter a name for the project file. Press the “Save” button.

Hint: When quitting the program, select the “Do not ask me again” option if you would not like the message to appear every time
you choose to exit SwiftDisc Burning Wizard.

How To Open A Saved Project

You can easily load a pre-made SwiftDisc Project File saved on your computer. SwiftDisc Project Files have a default
extension .SDS .

Steps to open a saved SwiftDisc project file:

1. Start up SwiftDisc Burning Wizard.

2. Choose section: Open Existing Project.

3. Navigate to the location where a ".SDS" project file has been saved. Select the file and press the “Open” button.

SwiftDisc Burning Wizard will load the project selected.
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Glossary Terms

ABR - Average Bitrate.

Application - any tool that is operated by means of a computer to support or improve the user's work using a software.

Backup copy - a copy of one or more files to be used if the original data is lost or becomes unusable.

BD-RE - stands for "Blu-Ray Disc Rewritable". The BD-RE disc can be erased ad re-recorded multiple times. (see also "Blu-ray
Disc")

Bitrate - the rate at which bits are transferred from one location to another in a given amount of time. They are usually measured
in bits per second (bps), kilobits per second (Kbps), or megabits per second (Mbps).

Blank disc - a disc with no written files on it (brand new or erased/formatted).

Blu-ray Disc (BD-R) - stands for "Blu-ray Disc Recordable". An optical disc format (similar to CD and DVD). It stores
high-definition video and large amounts of data. The single Blu-ray Disc can hold up to 25 GB of data. The dual-layer Blu-ray
Discs can store up to 50 GB of data.

Bootable disc - a data storage medium from which a computer can load and run (boot) an operating system. The most common
type of a boot disc is an internal hard drive.

Burning - the process of writing data to an optical disc like CD, DVD and Blu-ray Disc.

CBR - stands for "Constant Bitrate".
CD - stands for "Compact Disc". CDs can hold up to 700 MB of data (80 minutes of audio).
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CD-RW - stands for "Compact Disc Re-Writable". The data burned on a CD-RW can be erased and the disc can be used for
re-recording.

Codec - a device or a computer program used to encode and/or decode a digital data stream.

Compilation screen - a screen where all the files for the recording are visualized.

Data - the information processed by a computer stored in files and folders on the computer hard disk. This information may be in
the form of text documents, images, audio clips, software programs, etc.

Database - a database is made up of linked tables of rows and columns, used to store organized information.

Default - a preset value for options in a computer program used when a setting has not been specified by the user.

Destination folder - a folder to which files are stored to be recorded.

Dialog box - a window that pops up on the screen including options that the user can select. The user can click on the "OK"
button to enter the changes or the "Cancel" button to discard the selections.

Disc Image - a software copy of a physical disk. It saves the entire data from the disc in a single file. The file structure is
preserved as well as all the files and folders. The disc images can be used either to duplicate discs or as full backups if a system
must be restored.

Disc Spanning - the automatic process of spreading a large amount of data across many data discs if the data size exceeds the
capacity of an individual disc.

Download - the process of sending data to a computer, e.g while receiving information from the Internet.

Driver - a small file that enables the computer to communicate with a hardware device. It contains information that allows the
computer to recognize and control the device.

DVD - stands for "Digital Versatile Disc”. The single-sided DVD can store up to 4.7 GB of data, while the two-layer DVD can hold
up to 8.5 GB. The double-sided DVDs maximum storage capacity is up to 17 GB.
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DVD+R - stands for "Digital Versatile Disc Recordable”. The single-sided, single-layer DVD+R disc can store up to 4.7 GB of
data. The double-layer discs can hold up to 8.5 GB and double-sided DVD-Rs can store up to 9.4 GB.

DVD+RW - stands for "Digital Versatile Disk Rewritable". The DVD+RW discs can hold up to 4.7 GB of data . The DVD+RW can
be erased and rewritten. The DVD+RWs must be completely erased to be recorded again.

DVD-R - stands for "Digital Versatile Disc Recordable." The DVD-R is used to record data. The single-sided, single-layer DVD-R
disc can store up to 4.7 GB of data. The double-layer discs can store up to 8.5 GB and the double-sided DVD-Rs can store up to
9.4 GB. Once a DVD-R has been burned, it cannot be written to again.

DVD-RAM - stands for "Digital Versatile Disc Random Access Memory”. The DVD-RAMs are re-writable DVDs. The discs can
also be erased and rewritten similar to the DVD-RW and DVD+RW formats. The newer double-sided discs can store up to 9.4
GB.

DVD-RW - stands for "Digital Versatile Disk Rewritable." The DVD-RWs can hold up to 4.7 GB of data. The DVD-RW can be
erased and re-written. The DVD-RW discs are usually used for frequent backups.

DVD-RW RO (Restricted Overwrite) - it is similar to a DVD+RW disc. The data can be added to them until the disc is full. Only
then does the disc need formatting for further recording.

Enhanced Audio CD - (also known as CD Extra) contains both audio and data files. The Enhanced Audio CD can be readable
on any computer and on stand-alone CD players of all sorts as well. The data session is used for storing additional information
such as: lyrics, album, art, etc.

Emulation - the process of one system imitating or reproducing another system. This can be done using a hardware, a software,
or a combination of the two.

File extension - the suffix at the end of a filename showing the type of the file, e.g. ".sds".

Full Erase — a function which erases the complete surface of the medium. It overwrites each sector and the erased data can
never be recovered.
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Gateway - either a hardware or a software that relates two networks in order that the data to be transferred between computers.

Hard disk - commonly referred to as a hard drive, hard disk, or fixed disk drive. The hard disk is a spindle of magnetic disks
which record and store information. The information recorded to the hard disk remains intact after turning the computer off.

Hover - the process of rolling the cursor over a link.

Installer - a tool that either installs a new program or updates a program on the hard drive.

ISO image - an archive file of an optical disc. The abbreviation stands for "International Organization for Standardization”.

License key - a series of letters and digits that must be entered during a software installation to authorize the program user.

Media - computer media can be the hard drives, CD-Rs, CD-ROMs, DVDs, USB drives, floppy discs and removable drives flash
memory.

MP3 - Stands for "MPEG-1 Audio Layer-3." A compressed audio file format. The MP3 size format is usually about one tenth the
size of the uncompressed WAVE or AlIFF files, with a quality similar to the CDs.

OGG - stands for "Vorbis Audio format".

Proxy server - a server that all computers on the local network have to go through before accessing the information on the
Internet. It is mainly used by business organizations.
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Quick erase - a function which erases only the file list. The disc erased appears to be empty but the data has not been erased
physically.

Session-at-Once - a recording mode where multiple sessions are recorded. The entire project will be written at once without
interruptions. The disc recorded can be read by computer drives but the sessions after the first one are usually not readable by
Audio CD players.

Spanning - the automatic process of spreading a large amount of data across many data discs if the data size exceeds the
capacity of an individual disc.

System requirements - the necessary specifications for the computer in order to use the software or hardware. Before
purchasing a software or hardware, check if the computer meets the system requirements.

Toolbar - a panel of icons or buttons. It is a part of a software program interface or an open window.

Track-At-Once - a recording mode where each track is written separately. The tracks will be recorded with tiny gaps between
them. The Track-At-Once discs can have both data and audio at the same time.

Trial period - during this period, the user can try all the program features available for free. The trial period expires in certain
amount of days after the first installation of the product on a particular host. After the trial period expires the user should register
and get a registration key in order to use the program for unlimited period of time.

Video_TS folder - when using a DVD authoring tool to copy the contents of a DVD, the files saved are usually stored in a single
folder called "VIDEO_TS".

Volume label - the name given to a specific volume in a file system usually restricted to 11 characters.

VBR - "Variable Bitrate".
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WAV - stands for "Waveform Audio Uncompressed format".

Wizard - a program guide which consists dialog boxes following certain steps to help performing a specific task.

WMA - stands for "Windows Media Audio format".
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
